Can Audrey Osswald be more specific about the type of questions students are asked. Give examples please.
Axciom asks questions about the person which are in the public domain, such as the following.
How many bathrooms were in the house you lived in in 2004?
Which of the following was a zip code where you have lived?

Barbara Zirkin
As to the last point, it is possible to track IP addresses and times for test taking that will help identify problems in the test taking environment.
CCCS can track IP addresses and times tests are taken.
Barbara Zirkin
What responsibility do online faculty have in this process?
Currently CCCS relies on instructors to identify unusual activities by students, such as a sudden change in student performance, a change in writing style, etc. Instructors are also encouraged to look out for odd statements by students in discussions and emails.
Indiana State University
In Colorado, have you adjusted your SAP standards for Distance Ed students?
CCCS has not adjusted our SAP standard for distance ed students.
Kelley Brandt- Boise State University
Do schools monitor students using the same bank account for electronic funds transfer?
NASFAA- this would be a function of the institution’s business office. 
CCCS does not currently monitor same bank account for electronic funds transfer.
Mollie McGill – WCET
The federal regs aimed at accreditors and their role relative to student identity in DE, requires institutions to notify students of any projected additional student charges associated with verification of student identity. If institutions have to pass on to students increased administrative costs related to fraud in Title IV, I wonder if there’s any connection with the other identify verification requirement?
CCCS does not pass on increased administrative costs to students.
Dan Barnett - Butte College
Since every online course is different, we faculty are now being tasked with tailoring participation standards for each of those classes. As has been pointed out, this is pretty scary for faculty. Dropping a student who violates syllabus standards may have a great financial impact on the student--and the student may plead for reinstatement. Can you say more?
At CCCS, we believe that dropping students who violate syllabus standards and then reviewing reinstatement requests is preferable to allowing potential fraud students to continue in the course and receive their financial aid funds.
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
