WCET Outstanding Work (WOW) Award

WCET members are on the cutting edge in using educational technology tools and practices.  The WCET Outstanding Work (WOW) Award recognizes: 
· outstanding innovation,
· quality improvement, or 
· achievements in using educational technology tools, techniques, or services.
The award recognizes member achievements and publicizes their accomplishments.  



Eligibility 
WCET members (institutions, organizations, or corporations) in good standing are eligible to be nominated for a WOW Award. Members may nominate themselves for the award.  Eligible works include use of technologies:
· In classroom instruction or in support services that assist students and faculty in meeting their goals.
· In serving students who are on-campus or at a distance.
· In settings that serve many institutions or a single classroom. Nominated works should have been in place for some period of time to be able to assess impact and outcomes.
Award Criteria 
The focus of the WOW Award is to recognize innovative efforts by WCET members in implementing technology in higher education.  Works nominated for the WOW Award will be assessed based on the following criteria and point scale.  In your submission, describe how the nomination:
1. Addresses a significant need.  Describe the need and why the need or problem is significant to your organization.  Describe the innovation, quality improvement, or achievement introduced to address the need. (5 points)
2. Incorporates creative and/or innovative use of technology, personnel, or resources. (5 points)
3. Makes a positive, demonstrable impact in addressing the need.  Describe how the impact was measured and what instruments were used in measuring the outcomes of the nominated project in addressing the need. Describe the outcomes observed and why these outcomes were significant.  (5 points)
4. Represents a significant contribution to the field or to WCET.  Describe the broader relevance to other WCET members of addressing this need. (5 points)
5. Can be (or has been) reasonably replicated by other WCET members interested in addressing the same need. (5 points)
6. Involved a collaborative approach in addressing the need. A collaborative approach shall be defined for this purpose as, 'a partnership within your institution or with another institution, corporation, or organization without which the nominated work could not have been accomplished'. (2 points)
Nomination Requirements 
Nominations must include a statement of not more than 2,000 words that includes the following sections:
· A description of the nominated work and URL’s of websites related to the work.  Note:  If you supply web addresses, please double-check that they are accurate.  If the website is password-protected, please describe how Awards Committee members may access the site as guests.
· Language explicitly addressing each of the six “Award Criteria” listed above.  Nomination materials should provide specific, clearly written responses to each criterion.
· WCET Awards Committee reserves the right to not score submissions that fail to follow the submission format.  
Institutions or organizations that received the WOW Award in 2010 are not eligible to submit a nomination this year, but they will again be eligible next year.  A work nominated last year that did not receive the WOW Award may be updated and resubmitted this year.   See the WCET website for a list of previous WOW Award recipients.
Nomination Process 
Nominees are asked to complete the Nomination Form (Word) and email it to Peggy Green at WCET.  Peggy can be reached at:  303-541-0280. You will receive an acknowledgement for every submission as it is received by WCET.
Nomination forms must be received by:
Monday, April 25, at 4:00 pm (Mountain Daylight Savings Time). 
Awardee Selection 
The WOW Awards Committee, comprised of WCET member volunteers, will review all nominations and will select the recipients.  The WOW Awards Committee may grant a maximum of five awards and reserves the right to grant fewer than five awards.
Awardee Recognition 
Recipients of the 2011 WCET Outstanding Work (WOW) Award will:
· Be recognized in a WCET press release.
· Be recognized at the 2011 WCET Annual Conference, to be held October 26-29 in Denver, Colorado.    Recognition includes an award presentation during an Awards luncheon, including the presentation of a 30-second video about their project originated by the award recipient. Those being recognized must pay Annual Conference registration fees.
· Participate in a panel session on “New Innovations in Higher Education” at WCET’s Annual Conference, October 26-29, in Denver.  Panelists must pay the Annual Conference registration fee. 
· Be allowed to display the WOW Award logo on their website and printed materials indicating that they have been awarded the 2011 WOW Award.
