101: OER and Open Licensing 

Open education is not online learning. We need clear 
communication about OE, OER, and open licensing for 

“newbies.” 

OER are the tools used in (and for) open education. They incorporate 
an open license (or public domain dedication) that allows for reuse and 
potential adaptation without permission from the copyright holder.

• As a constitutional mandate.

• With a set of limitations on 
ownership of ideas, duration, etc.

• With a suite of exceptions and 
exemptions
• Example: 110(1) "face-to-face teaching 

exception" that permits performance 
and display of copyrighted works in a 
classroom or similar place devoted to 
instruction.
